Over the past several months I have 
been working with Adam Baker and 
David Dow of Schooley Mitchell who are 

Business Partners with Citygate. During our first 
discussion I raised a concern about our ministry 
being too small for them to spend their time on, 
or to find meaningful savings. Their answer was 
that there was no “too small” when it comes to 
God’s work and if they could assist us in moving 
cents or dollars from expenses to ministry then 
it would be well worth the effort. I had a sense 
that I could trust them, their values, and their 
motives so we moved forward reviewing our 
waste services and credit card processing. 
Their analysts were able to find 34% savings in 
waste and are working to recover improperly 
billed recurring monthly fees by the vendor at 
both of our locations. This was unexpected 
and a blessing. Their review of our credit card 
processing found that we were fully optimized 
which gave us assurance that we’re being the 
best stewards possible with the donations we 
receive which is important for our board and 
donors to know. 
 
In getting to interact with Adam and David in 
this process I’ve come to see their deep and 
personal commitment to God’s work, and to 
understand that this is a calling for them – it is 
their ministry. I would encourage all our Citygate 
Network members to have a conversation about 
how they can be of service.
